Approval of Minutes of Prior Board Meeting. For Discussion and Action.
A motion to approve the minutes of the previous board meeting was made by Mr.
Mensinger and seconded by Mr. Jones. The motion passed unanimously.

A motion to agree with the findings reached by OIPA was made by Mr. Douglas
and seconded by Mr. D. White. Subsequently, a request to divide this motion into
investigative findings and disciplinary findings was made by Mr. Hambleton.

The motion to agree with the investigative findings reached by OIPA passed
unanimously. The motion to agree with the disciplinary findings reached by
OIPA passed with seven votes in favor, one vote against, and one abstention.
